Key Events and Facts

The Vikings came from the modern Scandinavian countries of Denmark, Norway and Sweden. They travelled in boats called longships and first
Early Vikings arrived in Britain around AD 787. The Vikings raided places such as monasteries and pillaged expensive items to trade. They were looking for
valuable goods like gold and jewels, imported foods and other useful materials.
Invasion The Vikings also wanted to claim land and tried to take over much of Britain. They invaded and settled in Scotland before heading south to places
such as York. By AD 878 the Vikings had settled permanently in Britain.
Farms - Vikings lived on farms and kept cows, pigs and sheep for milk, wool and meat. Houses - Walls made of stone or wood. A straw roof. Wattle
Viking Life and daub (sticks and mud/dung) for the inside of the walls. Jewellery - Worn to show off how rich a person was. Pagans - Vikings arrived as pagans
& but eventually converted to Christianity. Sagas - Vikings used rhyme to tell stories about adventures and battles against monsters.
King Canute King Canute was the king of England between 1016 and 1035. According to a famous legend, he tried to control the waves.

“Paying the Dane”. King Etherlred paid the Vikings 4500kg of silver to
Danegeld go home but they kept returning and were paid 22,000kg of silver in
Danegeld altogether.
